Sebastian "Pantana” Santana (1977) An illustrator,
graphic designer, graphic artist and photographer. He
has illustrated many textbooks by different authors.
He has been awarded several prizes for his work, such
as Gran Premio Alija and Premio Alija awards to picture
books for Marnana viene mi tio, the Bartolomé Hidalgo
award together with Horacio Cavallo for Figurichos and
second prize with Lia Schenk in the Annual Uruguayan
Literature Award for the picture-book Una a tiene
mucho por hacer.
